INVITE SOMEONE !!
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February is always a slow month for collections, and this February is no different.  Both Tithes and Offerings are running behind budget. We have had a lot of sickness, vacations, and travel this month, so if you are behind and able please try to make it up this Sunday.
The purpose of the Rainy Day Fund is two-fold. First is for emergencies and unplanned expenses, and second to build up funds to cover any shortfalls we may encounter after the Presbytery Grants go away.
We were given a $50,000 Presbytery Grant for 2016 and a $45,000 grant for 2017. We have applied for a $40,000 2018 grant which is pending approval.  We are not expecting any additional grants past 2018, so it is very important that we continue to build the Rainy Day fund.  If you are willing and able to contribute (above your tithes, offerings, and pledges) please write Rainy Day Fund on your check and put it in the offering plate or mail it to the Church. The current balance is $108,000 which is about 4 months of expenses.  Our current goal is for 6 months of expenses, which is about $125,000.
